PHOTO SUBMISSION RULES
· All CWVC members and newsletter subscribers are eligible to submit photos.
· Each CWVC member may enter up to 6 digital, color photos for voting (no repeat entries of past winning calendar photos)

· Entry fee is $2.00/photo.  Checks are to be made payable to “CWVC”.  Please complete the attached entry form and mail it with your payment to Jone Brown at N4303 Hagen Rd, Rio, WI  53960
· Photos must be digital and are to be emailed to Jone Brown (westonb@centurytel.net) by Sunday, May 1.  If you only have non-digital photos that you would like to submit, please contact Jone Brown via email or phone for further instructions.
PHOTO VOTING RULES

· All photos submitted will be printed (4”x6”) and mounted to a poster board for easy viewing in the Vizsla confirmation building on Sunday, May 8 from ~7:45am until 1 hour after the conclusion of confirmation judging.
· NEW! – Photos will also be posted on the CWVC website in a PDF file to allow anyone not attending the CWVC Specialty the opportunity to vote as well.

· Voting is open to anyone and everyone.  One vote per person only.  Voting will officially close at 12:00am on Sunday, June 12.
· Winners will be notified via email and via the CWVC website.

· Winners will be asked for the dog(s) registered name and call name, which will be printed with the photo in the calendar.

PHOTOGRAPH GUIDELINES
The following guidelines will help ensure uniform formatting of the calendar.
· Landscape orientation only (wider than taller).

· Maximum photo size: 8” x 10” (will be reduced to 3”x4”)
· Recommended photo resolution:  1665 pixels x 1325 pixels (Should not be much smaller than this or the photo will appear blurry on the calendar. If you are not sure how to check this, Jone can check it for you when you submit the photo.)
· No professional or copyrighted photos, unless the photographer is the member).

· Either the photographer must be a CWVC member or the member submitting the photo must own at least one Vizsla in the photograph.
· No people in the photos – Vizslas and other breeds/animals only

· Tips for photos that reproduce well:

· Clear (not fuzzy or low-resolution digital photos)

· High contrast (not too dark or light)

· Standout subjects, centered or symmetrical

· Subjects close to camera
